Most eviction cases take less than 1 hour to finish.  The landlord needs to testify about the tenant's stay on the property and the reason for the eviction.

Take the original Request to Set Trial Date form, plus 1 copy, to the courthouse 
clerk’s office.  The clerk will then mail out a notice to the parties (you and the 
tenant(s) who filed an Answer) with the trial date.  The date should be less than 20 
days from the date you filed the Request to Set Trial Date form.
